Spanish Honor Society Requirements

Thank you for your interest in your World Language and its culture. Please read below
to familiarize yourself with the requirements.

To be eligible for either La Sociedad Honoraria Hispdnica, Capitulo San Ignacio de Loyola
of Our Lady of Lourdes High School students must meet all of the following criteria:

e Student must be actively enrolled in a Spanish class at the time of application

e Student must be enrolled in Spanish 3 or higher in their Junior year of High School

e Student must request and insist that Spanish be placed on their schedule for the following
year and that this will take priority over any other elective.

e Transfer students must have spent one full semester in the program before

eligibility.

e Student must have a cumulative 90 average or higher in all Spanish classes from grade 9 to
present.

e Student must have a minimum overall cumulative, non-weighted average of 85.

e Students must complete 10 hours (with proof) of community service specific to

the Spanish community

® Juniors who are already accepted as probationary members must continue

membership. There is a second fee required for materials to be given out in the

senior year at graduation. The fee is subject to change depending on the prices

these societies request.
